This document contains scans of three brochures describing various packages of
scientology books, tapes and services which can be purchased from the church. All
of them are dated 2007. At least some of them are part of the Golden Age Of
Knowledge campaign, described by David Miscavige in a leaked video of a 2807
scientology conference that took place in Clearwater, Florida.

The Golden Age Of Knowledge is another attempt by scientology to address the
trouble that some (many?) scientologists hawe completing their courses and
training. It is a strongly held doctrine of the church (KSW — Keep Scientology
Working) that all Hubbard "tech" must be "delivered" (administered) exactly in the
form that Hubbard created it, which in effect means that all manuscripts,
bulletins, policy letters, and recordings should be preserved in their original
form. (Auditors who use the tech must not omit, re-interpret or improvise any
parts of it either.) Any deviation from its origimal "source" form will prevent
those who practice it from enjoying its benefits. In other words, if you don't
become smarter, feel healthier, or develop super powers, it's not because the tech
is faulty: it was just misapplied.

An important part of scientology "study tech" states that if you're having trouble
understanding a given piece of subject matter, it's probably because of

a "misunderstood word." You should stop immediately, go back and find the
misunderstood word, look up its definition, and be sure you understand it fully
before moving on. There are several dictionaries and glossaries of terms that
scientologists are supposed to use for this purpose in the course of their
studies. But apparently a large number of scientologists were still having

trouble "moving along the bridge" even though they'd looked up every misunderstood
word they could find. In reality, this confusion works to scientology's advantage:
the more trouble people have with the "tech," the more special "handling" they
need, and the more fees scientology can charge (and the more excuses they have to
get you to "disconnect" from "supressive" people who might be holding you back).
But there comes a point when even the most brainwashed cultist might become
suspicious, so the church had to explain these failures without losing face.

And that's that The Golden Age Of Knowledge is all about. According to David
Miscavige, if you were having trouble with the "tech." it wasn't your fault. It
was the fault of the proofreaders, editors and various other non-scientologists
who'd handled Hubbard's manuscripts over the years. They had made subtle changes —
reformatting a paragraph here, omitting a footnote there, re-organizing text or
inserting text that didn't belong — and it was because of those changes that some
of the material didn't make any sense. But luckily, Miscavige says, the church
went back and re-examined all of Hubbard's original writings and "re-mastered"
them, releasing new editions with all of those pesky problems corrected (and with
bigger glossaries than ever before). So all you have to do is buy these new
editions, and all your problems will be solwed. (I hear that in the new version of
Dianetics, Greedo shoots first.)

The following brochures show how much it costs to buy these new books. They are
referred to as The Basics, because these comprise the first part of the
scientology study track. Once you'we gotten past these and reached the state of
clear, then you get to move onto the bonus rounds of Operating Thetan studies.
Note that the third brochure is a gquadruple-sized fold-out affair, and is
presented in sections. The only edit which has been made was to black out my
mailing address from the first page.

(For those who are wondering, no, I am not an ex-scientologist. Somehow, my
address got added to a scientology mailing list, and I started receiving these
things out of the blue. It took three calls to the local org to make them stop
sending them to me.)
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
